1. Considered and ratified the revision in the syllabus and the change in the titles of 

all the 6 courses prescribed for the P.G. Diploma in Functional Hindi Translation. 

The new credit system according of 3 credits for each of the six courses to bring in 

rationality and uniformly is also approved and ratified.  The detailed syllabus for 

P.G. Diploma in Functional Hindi and Translation along with the credits are 

marked is given in Annexure –I 

2. Considered approved and ratified the increase in the number of credits for the 

project work from 3 to 4 and for the Viva-Voce from 1 to 2 in the case of the P.G. 

Diploma in Functional Hindi and Translation.   

3. Ratified the present pattern of 12 credits are marked for soft courses for the P.G. 

Diploma in Functional Hindi and Translation. 

4. Keeping in view the revised regulations effective from 94-95 for the degree of 

Doctor of Philosophy, the Board of Studies resolved that the three papers the 

candidate has to take under part-I examination shall be on the following pattern:- 

First paper  – Research Methodology 
Second paper  - Background study of board are chosen 
Third Paper  – Topic of Research 

          Question paper pattern :- There will be 6 questions in each paper  of 3 hours            

duration and for maximum marks 100 and the candidate has to answer 3 questions. 

All questions carry equal marks. 

Valuation:-  Valuation in respect of paper I and II will be done by internal and 

external examiners appointed by the Doctoral Committee and in respect of paper III 

evaluation will be done by the supervisor. 

 It is resolved this pattern will come into force with immediate effect i.e. 2001-

2002. 

5. Considered and resolved to abide by the UGC designed model syllabus for M.Phil 

course. 

            Further resolved that under CBCS pattern the student will earn 30 

credits from either within the Department or outside the Department. 
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Semester and credit wise division of the M.Phil syllabus along with the 

question pattern is given in Annexure II.  

Valuation:- Resolved that the third and fourth papers  if M.Phil course i.e. 

“Shodh Alekh” and Laghu Shodh Nibandh” should be evaluated by an 

external examiner Paper V. Viva –Voce should conducted by external and 

internal examiners jointly.   

6. Considered and resolved to abide by the UGC designed model syllabus and 

question paper pattern for M.A course. 

    The detailed syllabus for M.A (previous) divided  according to the semester 

system is given in Annexure III. 

7. It is noted that under the new pattern the total number of papers  for M.A Course 

goes up from the present 16 to 20 increase of 4 i.e. 1 paper per semester. 

Consequent to this the aggregate marks go up to 2000 from the present 1600. It is 

noted that the work load of the faculty accordingly will increase. 

8. It is observed that the new UGC pattern is silent on the component of 25% 

internal marks under the semester system as it exists in the university at present. 

So implicit classification in the regard is solicited immediately so that the new 

pattern can be adopted with effect from July 2002. 

9. Syllabus and the question papers for M.A (previous) previous are mentioned in 

this meeting according to the semester pattern which has to be implemented from 

the academic year 2002-2003. 

Hence, a meeting of the P.G. Board of Studies has to be convened before 

December 2002 to facilitate designing of the syllabus for M.A Hindi final year 

and successful conduct of examination in December 2002.

paper IX i.e. optional papers-2 papers under literary category namely. 

i) Special study of Jayashankar Prasad (Rachanakaron Ka Vishesh 

Adhyayan) 

ii)  Chayavad (Vishishta Yug Pravrutti Ka Adhyayan)  

And 2 papers under vocational category namely:- 

i) Patrakarita Prasikshan 

ii)  Rajbhasha Prasikshan 

are recommended. The courses and credits earmarked are given in Annexure-II 

4. The authors and the quantum of syllabus recommended by the UGC strictly 

adhered to. However, the Department will be free to choose edition/editor, 

depending upon the availability of the text.
